	Ideas
	· Student position is clearly stated and one supporting reason given.
	· Student chooses a point of view and writes or dictates a complete sentence expressing that view.
	· Student draws a picture and orally expresses a position. 
	· Statement of a position cannot be determined.

	Organization
	· Student writes a clear sentence that convinces the reader toward a position.
	· The reader can move from one thought to the next with clear understanding.
	· The student's position is unclear, and the supporting evidence is confusing.
	· Sentences do not tie thoughts together.

	Style
	· Student uses creative words that show individuality.

· Sentences show enthusiasm.

· Student has a sense of audience.
	· Student holds reader's attention.
· Sentences fit the purpose.
	· Student rarely speaks to the audience in an engaging manner.
	· Student repeats many words.
· Student does not hold reader's attention.

	Conventions
	· Contains correct sentences,usage, grammar, and inventive spelling that make the writer's ideas understandable.
	· Some errors are present, but they do not interfere with meaning.
· Spaces are evident between words.
	· Errors interrupt the flow of communcation and may interfere with meaning.
· Uses inventive spelling that reflects letter/sound relationships.
	· Errors prevent the reader from understanding the writer’s message.
