 TRAVEL MARKETING & LODGING MANAGEMENT PATHWAY





	Travel and lodging is the second largest industry in Georgia, and it provides numerous marketing and management opportunities for students in this pathway. Travel promotions managers help develop and sell a travel company’s package tours and travel services.  They may use direct mail and the Internet to market travel packages as well as make presentations, create advertising displays, and suggest business-sponsored trips to various types of companies.  Travel agents plan trips and make travel arrangements for their customers.  They suggest destinations and make reservations for transportation, hotels, car rentals, and tours.  They may also visit resorts, hotels, and restaurants to become better able to advise their clients.


	Several majors are good preparation for the travel industry, including geography, languages, history, and computers.  Even though it is not required, most travel companies prefer workers who have completed at least a travel agent program at a technical college or in other specialized training.  National certification is available for travel agents through The Travel Institute.   Since the travel industry is sensitive to economic conditions, opportunities for jobs will vary according to the state of the economy.


	Hotel and lodging managers have the responsibility for the profitable operation of a hotel, motel, resort, or convention facility.  They work with hotel sales and marketing managers along with public relations specialists to coordinate the advertising and promotion of the lodging facility.  They may also coordinate special events, direct housekeeping services, oversee the budget, and provide security services.  Increasingly, lodging managers are also responsible for efficient operation of the facility’s information technology.  Duties vary with the size and type of lodging facility.  Convention services managers coordinate meetings, conventions, and special events.


	College graduates with degrees in hotel or hospitality management will be more competitive for jobs at large, full-service hotels and resorts.  National certification as a lodging manager and hotel administrator is available through the American Hotel & Lodging Association.
