	Test Ordering Information:
	Students will be required to successfully complete a performance exam before taking the on-line written exam.  Students complete the performance exam under the guidance of their sponsor.  Performance exams will be evaluated by a Metalworking Technical Evaluation Committee (MET-TEC). A guide to conducting performance evaluations and information regarding on-line testing can be found at https://www.nims-skills.org/web/nims/home by logging into system. NOTE:  Sponsors must register with NIMS before exams can be ordered for students.


	Proctoring Guidelines:
	Schools must designate several roles in reference to NIMS testing: 
· Sponsor (must register on-line): typically the instructor; supervises students during performance exam; signs performance affidavits, coordinates MET-TEC Committee; provides performance affidavits to NIMS

· Proctor:  site designated individual; cannot be the instructor or anyone with the ability to alter a student’s grade; must be present during all on-line exams (must register on-line)(Proctor registration form provided at the main NIMS webpage in the left menu.)
· MET-TEC Committee Members; inspects the parts made by the candidates during the performance exam
