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The Nation's Report Card, the National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP), is a nationally representative and continuing assessment of what America's students know and can do in various subject areas. Since 1969, assessments have been conducted periodically in reading, mathematics, science, writing, history, geography, and other fields. By making objective information on student performance available to policymakers at the national, state, and local levels, NAEP is an integral part of our nation's evaluation of the condition and progress of education. Only information related to academic achievement is collected under this program. NAEP guarantees the privacy of individual students and their families.  This report provides selected results from the National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) for Georgia's public school students in mathematics at grades 4 and 8.  Student performance is reported as an average score based on the NAEP mathematics scale, which ranges from 0 to 500.   Beginning in 1990, mathematics has been assessed in six different years at the state level (at grade 8 in 1990, and at both grades 4 and 8 in 1992, 1996, 2000, 2003, and 2005).

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Key Findings in Mathematics


	Grade 4


The average mathematics score for students in Georgia was 234. This was higher than that in 1996 (215) and was higher than that in 2003 (230). 


Georgia's average score in 2005 (234) was lower than that of the nation's public schools (237). 


The average mathematics score for White students in Georgia increased from 1996 (224) to 2005 (243).  Black students average score also increased from 1996 (201) to 2005 (221).  Hispanic students average score increased from 2000 (217) to 2005 (229).  Samples sizes for Hispanic students were not sufficient in 1996 to provide comparisons.


The average reading score for students who were eligible for the National School Lunch Program in Georgia improved from 1996 (201) to 2005 (224).


The percentage of students in Georgia who performed at or above Proficient was 30 percent. This was greater than that in 1996 (13 percent) and was not significantly different from that in 2003 (27 percent). 


The percentage of students in Georgia who performed at or above Basic was 76 percent. This was greater than that in 1992 (53 percent) and was greater than that in 2003 (72 percent). 


Grade 8


The average mathematics score for students in Georgia was 272. This was higher than that in 1996 (262) and was not significantly different from that in 2003 (270).


Georgia's average score (272) was lower than that of the nation's public schools (278). 


The average mathematics score for White students in Georgia increased from 1996 (276) to 2005 (284).  Black students average score also increased from 1996 (240) to 2005 (255).  Samples sizes for Hispanic students were not sufficient in 1996 and 2000 to provide comparisons.


The average mathematics score for students who were eligible for the National School Lunch Program in Georgia increased from 1996 (242) to 2005 (257).


The percentage of students in Georgia who performed at or above Proficient was 23 percent. This was significantly different from that in 1996 (16 percent) and was not significantly different from that in 2003 (22 percent). 


The percentage of students in Georgia who performed at or above Basic was 62 percent. This was significantly different from that in 1996 (51 percent) and was not significantly different from that in 2003 (59 percent). 
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
