	This graphic shows the three phases of the CLASS KeysSM Process.

During Phase 2: Evidence Collection, evaluators collect evidence from observations, meetings, conferences, artifacts, and examination of teacher and student products.
The three phases in many ways represent the three kinds of assessment:  Diagnostic (Phase 1), Formative (Phase 2), and Summative (Phase 3).  

The informal observations are an important component of evidence collection. They provide evaluators with a means for giving teachers specific feedback, and they are factored into the annual evaluation.

	· Informal observations are unannounced and are 5 – 15 minutes in length.  

· Informal observations focus on a limited number of elements that can be observed during a short period of time.  

· Teachers receive feedback on the Formative Analysis for CLASS KeysSM form within five (5) working days of the observation.  

· Two informal observations are required prior to the annual evaluation – one before the formal observation and one following the formal observation.  

· Districts and schools may determine expectations regarding the number of informal observations beyond the two (2) required in the CLASS KeysSM process.

	The Formative Analysis for CLASS KeysSM form shown on this slide and included in the handouts is used for both formal and informal observations.  

The evaluator will complete the information at the top and indicate that this is an informal observation. Double clicking on the blocks will allow an “X” to be inserted.

There is a space to record the “Time In” and “Time Out” as well as a method to record which lesson segment is being observed.

B = Beginning of the lesson

M = Middle of the lesson

E = End of the lesson

O = Outside the classroom: conferences, meetings, viewing of student or teacher products, etc. 

Ideally, the evaluator would view different lesson segments (B, M, E) during the year.
Twenty-six (26) elements are listed on the form.  
These 26 elements are found in the CLASS KeysSM notebook that the evaluator will use to assess the elements observed during the informal observation.
Scoring of the assessed elements is done by double clicking on the blocks to insert an X.
The two elements of the Student Achievement Strand are not listed on the form because they are evaluated only at the annual evaluation.
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Evidence may be collected during classroom observations, conferences, meetings, 

examination of artifacts, etc.  Any element scored at the “Not Evident” level must be 

addressed through specific feedback on teacher performance.  Specific feedback on 

any other level of performance is encouraged, but not required.

CLASS KeysSM Elements Feedback


	The back of the form is used for written feedback on the informal observation.
· When an element is scored as NOT EVIDENT, the evaluator will provide specific written feedback.

· If an element is not observed during an informal observation, the box is left blank.

· Feedback on the Formative Analysis for CLASS KeysSM form may be sent to the teacher electronically, placed in the teacher’s mailbox, or discussed at a face-to-face conference.

· A post-observation conference is not required for informal observations but may be requested by either the evaluator or the teacher to discuss the scoring or feedback.  
· The teacher should sign and return the form to the evaluator. The teacher may add or attach comments if desired.

	Performance on the elements is scored on the Continuum of Improvement rubrics. There are four (4) performance levels: NOT EVIDENT, EMERGING, PROFICIENT, and EXEMPLARY.

	A NOT EVIDENT score indicates that there is an absence of evidence of behaviors required by the element or that there is evidence of behaviors considered to be unacceptable for the element.

In other lessons, the element is scored as NOT EVIDENT because the performance is an ineffective demonstration of the element.

	Read the sample feedback provided for the four elements.

What are the advantages of this qualitative feedback on teacher performance compared to the feedback teachers receive from a checklist of artifacts? (Is the essential question posted? Does the teacher have a word wall?)

Careful review of this sample feedback provides reasons to study weakest elements.  Using the rubrics and examples of evidence provides clear directions for next steps.  
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Facilitator’s Notes:  

· Select questions for discussion based on your group.

· Remind teachers that evaluators may begin “practice” observations in pairs as a way to reach consistency in scoring.
	Guiding Questions for Discussion:

What did it feel like to walk in the shoes of an evaluator?

Were there any elements that were difficult to observe or score?  

How did your group use the CLASS KeysSM notebook to reach consensus?

Imagine trying to score a teacher’s performance without rubrics that define clear expectations.  Scoring is much more subjective without a frame of reference.  
The clarity provided by CLASS KeysSM rubrics and evidence will not put teachers in the position of being mind readers. They will not have to guess what their evaluators are looking for in their classrooms.
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Evaluation Process, the collection

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	During the year, the evaluator will collect evidence on the elements.  If elements are not observed, the evaluator may coach the teacher and/or provide opportunities to observe more elements.  

Teachers should carefully review feedback on the Formative Analysis for CLASS KeysSM form to be aware of elements that have been observed.  
Think of informal observations as being a type of formative assessment.  It is the assessment of learning along the way to the annual evaluation.  Reviewing feedback will encourage development of next steps.

Besides classroom observations, teachers may receive feedback on elements based on evidence from meetings, conferences, artifacts and examination of student and adult products.  
For example, teachers might receive positive feedback on mentoring other teachers, working effectively with families, or demonstrating technology.  
Teachers may also receive corrective feedback about specific elements.

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During the year, evaluators will collect evidence on the elements.  If elements are not consistently observed, the evaluator may coach the teacher so that there is an opportunity to observe different elements.  



Teachers should review feedback on Formative CLASS Keys Analysis forms so that they are aware of which elements have been observed.  In addition, teachers might choose to keep artifacts supporting elements.



Think about the observations from an assessment perspective.  Informal observations = FORMATIVE ASSESSMENT.  The purpose is to analyze the elements and give you feedback.  You still have time to “fix” areas.

The purpose of this module is to clearly explain the steps for conducting an informal observation.  Understanding the steps is critical for  evaluators and classroom teachers.  

Evaluators in a school should discuss the steps so that all are consistently following established guidelines.  

This module will provide participants with the opportunity to be actively involved in the steps of an informal observation.  Besides looking at the Formative CLASS Keys Analysis form, the module will provide participants with the opportunity to observe a lesson segment and actually practice the scoring process.

Many administrators and teachers have concerns about time.  Currently, many schools and districts conduct walk-through observations that do not count toward evaluation, but are used for building trends.  Realigning how time is spent on informal observations will result in using time more efficiently.

What are the advantages?

Establish clear expectations

Insures consistency among evaluators within the school
